From the Desk of the Public
Relations Trustees

Welcome back to our Snowbirds. It is great to see the activity
pick up in the park. We have seen a lot of new people so far this
year. Let's make them feel welcome to our beautiful park and help
them out when we can.

Now that you are back, you need to make sure your trailers and
lots are put in good shape. Is there mold/mildew on your trailer,
out buildings or awnings? Do you have vegetation that needs to
be taken care of? Are there other projects that need done? Doing
these things makes our Park look great. With the break from the
heat, more people are out taking care of their trailers. Don't forget
that if you make any changes on the outside of your trailer, you
need to turn in a PP33 to the ARC committee for approval.

We have a Violation Monitoring Software that has simplified our
reporting and notifications of items that need to be taken care of.
We ride around the park periodically with our Park Manager, Lee
Morris, to check out the following items:

- Building Repairs Required

- Tall grass, weeds, or unsightly vegetation

- Mold, dirt, and/or Algae on building or fences

- Trim trees, bushes and/or shrubs

- Grass, Weeds, Vegetation in Gravel/Pavers

- Junk or Clutter on Property

- Proper ARC or County Building Permits

- Overnight parking per Rules and Regulations Part D

- Improper parking of a boat, boat trailer, travel trailer, motor home

or similar item. Deed restriction #6.

If violations are reported, the property owner will receive a
violation letter. After the third violation a fine could be levied.

Complaint Process

You can help the PR trustees by letting us know of a problem.
We try to catch everything, but we can miss some things. You can
file a complaint using PP32. Turn the form in at the office. One of
us will check out the complaint as soon as possible and respond to
you with our disposition of the claim. We may not be able to come
up with a resolution, but we can try to direct you to someone who
can help you.

Operation of a Golf Cart - Update

Effective October 1,2023 CS/CS/HB 949 (Chapter 2023-67,L.0.F)
requires that a person operating a golf cart on a public road or
street, as authorized by the responsible local government entity,
must
- If 18 years of age or older, possess a form of government-issued

Photographic identification; or
- If under 18 years of age, possess a valid learner’s driver license

or valid driver license.

The marina is very limited on longer size slips. If you are going
to buy a boat that is over 19 feet long, please, call the dock mas-
ter to see if we have a slip available. The Dock master has had to
disappoint several people by telling them we had no place for
them to dock their new boat.

Boats will only be rented slips that they fit in. For instance, if you
have a boat that fits in a 28 foot slip, you will not be able torent a
30 ft slip, if your boat fits in a 22ft slip, you will not able to rent a
26ftslip. The larger slips are for longer boats. Boats are measured
from the farthest thing that sticks out on the bow to the motor
in full tilt. We do not measure your boat by what it says on the
registration.

If you are buying a party boat, deck boat or pontoon boat,
please watch the size of the beam (width) of the boat you buy.
These newer, wider boats have a hard time fitting in many of the
slips without touching the sides of the decking. Please buy a boat
that will give you room, on each side, to adjust with the ebb and
flow of the tide.

Meet Your Neighbor

JOE SALERNO
1 This month’s profile is about a man
A who is very well known by TE residents and
responsible for many past events. So, let's
learn about Joseph Salerno!
Joe was born in East Boston on January
4, 1934, to a large extended family. Joe's
father was a draftsman who also played
the piano in an orchestra and for a ‘speakeasy’ His mother was
a hardworking, stay-at-home mother of two boys and two girls.
Traditional for the time, three generations of Salerno’s lived in a
three-story wood building. As a free-roaming city kid with over-
the-top energy, Joe soon had several after school jobs: when he
was 8-years-old he helped with his uncle’s milk delivery route
(remember glass milk bottles?); later he shined shoes by taking a
ferry at 8AM to the Navy Charleston base and the historical Boston
Common area where shines cost 10 cents; he operated the projec-
tor at a backyard, sheet-on-a-clothesline movie (where he enjoyed
repeat showings of his favorite Katzenjammer Kids cartoons); and
he sold garden produce from a horse-drawn wagon when he was
14-years-old. He started his ‘food market’ career at Jordan Marsh
(comparable to Macy’s today), then he worked in a bowling alley
setting up tall ‘candle’ bowling pins at the Knights of Columbus
Hall, plus MANY more odd jobs.

Educated at a private elementary school, Fitton Parochial, for 6
years, Joe thought he wanted to be a doctor. At 19-years-old, he
did long shoreman work at the East Boston wharf and on weekends
he played semi-pro football for the East Boston‘Tornadoes’at $2.00
pay per game. An important quality he learned from his parents
was to think and be flexible .."There’s more than one way to skin
a cat,” which helped him frequently in all his activities and jobs.

In 1949, while working in the grocery department, he met his
future wife, 16-year-old Beverly Whitaker, who worked in the
cookies and candy bulk area. For the next 20 years, Joe continued
his grocery career where he moved from a small grocery store to
a chain, ElIm Farm Foods. Then he started a new career in the pizza
industry. He was instrumental in growing Papa Gino's Pizza from
8 to 225 outlets! He was involved in all aspects from products,
locations, Research and Development, and the menu. One project
he spearheaded was creating a policy of tracking food inventory
and efficient order scheduling to reduce waste.

Joe and Bev were married in 1953 and raised their five children
in Holbrook, MA. He and Bev also enjoyed travel, including cruis-
ing European rivers...the Danube, Rhine, Volga, trips to Italy (for
authentic pizza?), and Costa Rica.

Upon retirement in 1990, Joe and Bev moved to TE for the win-
ters..first a place on Minnesota Ave., then Pennsylvania, and lastly
on California. He got involved with meeting people and running
for the Board of Trustees in 1993. He enjoyed the busy position of
Seasonal Recreation. He continued for 20 years on the Board (!!)
organizing Christmas parties, spaghetti luncheons, and purchas-
ing tables to add to Saturday night dances where chairs only had
been the standard set-up. He started Pickleballin 2010, and he also
taught it. He started Wii bowling, Bocce, Las Vegas night, Super
Bowl Sundays, cards, and more. He recruited more volunteers, re-
searched the pros and cons of buying the TEN property, and helped
with MANY activities, pot lucks, and dances. Roughly, Joe’s ideas,
energy, and likeable personality (with a lot of organizational help
from Bev) had him involved in at least 3,000 events over those 20

years. In fact, a Joe organized charter bus and 3-night hotel stay in
Biloxi, MS, which was the first event my husband and I signed up
for in 2015. It was a great way to meet and make 40 new friends
atTE.

Bev passed in 2020 and their legacy now includes those five
adult children, eight grandchildren, and three great-grandchildren
who all live within 1/2 mile of Joe in Onset! In 2021, at a weekly
meeting of The Council on Aging, Joe met Lucie Plant. They be-
came friends and are now companions in each other’s lives.
